g ' Jesus, at the beginning of
i his public ministry, attended a
wedding feast and performed a
miracle to help the hosting house.Let us learn
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that incident today:.

You would have learned many wonders and
miracles Jesus performed during his public min-
istry. Can you name of those? (Remind them
one or two). Jesus performed all those miracles
to reveal his glory and also to help others.

There was a wedding at Cana in Galilee.
(Show the students Galilee and the village of
Cana in the map). Jesus, his mother Mary and
His disciples were invited. The feast was going
on and many of the guests had their food. And
still more to go. But wine, the integral part of
the feas,t had run out and the host was in trouble.
What would they do? It was not be easily avail-
able nearby. Mary, mother of Jesus realized the
situation and told Him, “They have no more
wine.” Even though Jesus did not tell her what
He was going to do, Mary went and told the
servants to do whatever Jesus instructs them.
Mary had the full faith in Jesus that He would
do a miracle to overcome the difficult situation
and hence she was not worried at this stage.
Let this incident be an example to us. Jesus re-
plied to Mary, “My time has not yet come.” This
means, He has his own time and plan to work
and it may not be as we desire. When Jesus
heard that His friend Lazarus died, still He stayed
where he was for two more days. And when it
was the right time for Him to work, He came to
Bethany and raised Lazarus from death. God
starts to work when man realizes his inability
and calls upon Him for help.

Time went by; the host and the banquet
master (in-charge of the feast) were worried.
Some of the guests also got annoyed. Jesus felt
compassion at their difficulty. There were six
stone water jars, each holding from twenty to
thirty gallons. Jesus told the servants to fill the
jars with water, and they filled them to the brim.
Then He asked them to draw the water out and
take it to the master of the banquet. They did
this and when he tasted it; he found that it was

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the choicest wine. So he called the bridegroom
in his surprise and asked him why he saved the
best wine until then. Later, everybody was as-
tonished when they realized what had actually
happened.

As the first of his miraculous signs, Jesus
turned water in to wine at Cana in Galilee.

The important spiritual truths:

1. God performs wonders and miracles to help
us in our needs and troubles. He heals the
sickness of His children and provides with
food, clothing, money etc at the time of
our need. (Remember and share such
experiences and allow the children also to
do so.)

2. God has His own right time to work. When
man realizes his inability and admits his
dependence only on God, He will be
miraculously delivered from his troubles.
So we need to wait for God’s time.

3. Faith is essential for God’s miracles to be
taken place in our lives. Mary had the full
faith in Jesus that He would do a miracle in
that house to overcome their difficult
situation.

4. Obedience is the important aspect for God
to perform wonders in our lives. Mary
advised the servants to do whatever Jesus
tells. Hence they did not ask Jesus why
when they were asked fill the stone water
jars. Similarly, when they were asked to
draw the plain water and take it to the master
of the banquet, they did so. When Naaman
obeyed Elisha, he was healed. The basis of
obedience is faith. Are you ready to obey
God without question?

5. When the power of God is in action, it
transforms individuals and situations. When
the colorless, odorless and tasteless water
had undergone the action of the power of
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God it was transformed into tasty wine.
Jesus transforms everyone to become
useful when they believe in him. God who
transforms the cannibal (man- eaters) to
human lovers is able to transform us to be
useful for both God and man. We will share
from His fullness when we submit
ourselves in His mighty hands.
